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Mission

Under the supervision of the lowa City Public Library Board of Trustees, The Library Channel’s primary
mission is to extend Library programs for adults and children to a wider audience; to promote Library
collections; and to foster literacy and lifelong learning in our community. Other programming includes
meetings and events of local non-profit organizations and community groups held in the Library’s meeting
rooms that may be of interest to the community, as well as programs focusing on the history of lowa City
and Johnson County.

FY10 Overview

There were minor equipment issues early in the year but they have been resolved. Last fall ECS completed
work on the Nox Controller, the Chameleon router and the audio router in the control room. New
microphones were purchased in April to replace ageing table microphone stands with 6 new one piece
AudioTechnica table mics.

University of lowa Film Studies student Emily Tow finished the Library Channel internship in May. Jose
Colon was hired in June 2010 as the new Library Channel Intern. Jose is a junior at the University of lowa,
majoring in Cinema and Comparative Literature. Library Channel interns work 40 hours per a week in the
summer and 10-15 hours a week during the academic year.

Channel Programming

Programming on The Library Channel consists mainly of programs produced by the lowa City Public Library.
Programs include Library programs and events for both children and adults. Children's programs and
special events include both local and national guest performers. Adult programming on The Library
Channel includes a variety of programs and events, either Library sponsored or co-sponsored with
community groups.

Total number of programs cablecast in FY10 held steady at 8,857, an average of 738 programs each month.
Video programming on The Library Channel runs from 6:00 AM to 11:00 PM seven days a week. Between
programs and after programming hours, information scrolls about library programs, services, and special
events. In FY10 Library staff produced 97 unique promos to promote library programs, services, and special
events.

Library Channel Productions

Library staff produced 181 new programs during FY10 including 104 storytimes, special guests, and special
events for children and 49 events for adults and teens. Sixteen programs were produced by local
community groups with the assistance of the City of lowa City Television Services Office. 168 programs
were broadcast live on The Library Channel during FY10.
